Attendance Policy

Weekly attendance is expected of all my students. For private lessons I request payment in four lesson increments. I hold a 24-hour cancellation fee. Preparedness and musical requirements

Sheet music

As compliable with copyright laws, students may not perform from photocopied music. Sheet music is a necessary expense. It is okay for students to begin with photocopies when learning a new piece as long as they obtain a physical copy within 30 days. This will not apply to music that is available on the public domain, reachable at imslp.org.
